event which Uckfield Lions help marshal. 
 
One of the regular Service activities of Uck-
field & District Lions is the provision of a 
community mini bus.  With the help of a 
grant from the Countryside Agency, Uckfield 
& District Lions took delivery of a new Mini 
Bus at the end of November 2002 to ensure 
this valuable service can continue to be pro-
vided for many organisations around Uck-
field.
